The Acts 

Chris has been in this business for a long time and he knows that no two shows are the same.  Because of this, he always 

caters the show to suit your event, audience and venue.  Typically, there are four kinds of shows that Chris will perform, 

depending on your needs although many bookings consist of a combination of two or more of these. 

An Evening Of Close-Up Magic 

Seated around a small table, your audience can watch the magic unfold right in front of 

their eyes often mere inches away or even in their own hands!  Close-Up magic is perfect 

for private parties or corporate events. 

Chris also performs close-up magic at tables for events, moving about the room entertaining your guests as they wait for 

food or other entertainment to begin. 

 

The Signature Card Act 

This is the kind of magic that has made Chris famous among magicians and lay audiences 

alike.  Similar to the evening of close-up magic, this act takes place at the card table in 

which Chris demonstrates his incredible abilities with a regular deck of 52 playing 

cards.  Known all over Canada as one of the top card magic and card cheating experts, this 

act has to be seen to be believed! 

 

Stand-Up Show 

This show works well for parties, clubs, community events or corporate occasions.  This 

show is performed for a seated audience and requires minimal setup and technical 

elements.  As long as the audience can see and hear Chris perform, they will be able to 

enjoy a fantastic performance of magic. 

 

Full Evening Show 

This is the full stage show featuring Chris, his lovely assistant and the perfect 

combination of small and large magic.  In this show, technical theatre elements will be 

required as lighting and sound will be used throughout the performance. 

This show is essentially the larger version of the stand-up show incorporating several 

large Vegas style illusions!

Performance Requirements 

The table below has been provided as a general guide to help you pick the show that is right for you.  Please note that 

every show is custom tailored in some way for each client.  Thus, these requirements can be flexible depending on your 

event and your venue.

¶ Room for a table with the 
audience seated ¾ around. 

¶ Roving requires no table 
setup, just people spread out 
in a larger venue, dining area, 
etc. 
 

None: unless a 
camera & 
projector setup 
is required due 
to the size of 
audience. 

¶ Audience Size: 10-40 (or more if 
using a camera and projector) 

¶ Running times: (20 - 40 minutes - 
or more for strolling table magic) 

¶ A safe, secure, accessible location 
to keep equipment that Chris can 
get to regularly. 

The Signature 

Card Act 

¶ Room for a table with the 
audience seated ¾ around. 

¶ Whole audience should be 
able to see the table top. 

¶ Alternatively, a camera and 
projector can be used.  

 
 

Standard Outlet 
Nearby 

¶ Audience Size: 10-40 (or more if 
using a camera and projector) 

¶ Running times: (20 - 30 minutes - 
or more for strolling table magic) 

¶ A safe, secure, accessible location 
to keep equipment that Chris can 
get to as needed.  

¶ A wireless lavalier mic would be 
required for very large spaces 

Stand-Up Show 
¶ 12ft wide x 8ft deep floor 

space. 

¶ Audience should be seated in 
front. 

Standard Outlet 
Nearby 

¶ Audience Size: 40-150 (or more if 
using a camera and projector) 

¶ Running times: (35-50 minutes - 
or more for strolling table magic) 

Full Evening Show 
¶ Min 15ft deep x 20ft wide 

stage. 

¶ Backstage:  2 prop tables and 
room for up to 6 large props 
to be wheeled on and off 
stage smoothly. 

¶ Back black curtains on stage 
with wings.  Black stage floor 
preferred but not required. 

Inquire.  Will 
depend on 
stage size & 
tech. 

¶ Audience Size: 100= (or more if 
using a camera and projector) 

¶ Running times: (45 - 120 minutes - 
or more for strolling table magic) 

¶ One dressing room with mirrors
